	Do we have funding available to support Kunshi or other extended families to provide care for children in care, just as foster parents are financially supported? 
	Typically, prevention funding is used to support these families. If a budget is being developed for jurisdiction, financial supports for these families should be considered.

	What is the baseline funding based on? 
	Protection and Operations and Maintenance 
	 

	Can you clarify the difference between Territorial Government (not Provincial) Legislation and the Jurisdiction by Nations? 
	 Referencing that each province and territory has their own legislation regarding child welfare. With jurisdiction, the Nation or IGB will as well.
	 

	How come they cannot receive funding under CHRT-41 even if they are under Bill C-92? 
	This is currently the direction of the Coordination Table. You can continue to apply for CHRT-41 funding up until the Coordination and Fiscal Agreement is signed and the transition date is set. These can be different dates.

	If Nations access CHRT 41 prevention and capital funding now, can they still apply later for C92 jurisdiction funding? 
	 The short answer is yes. However, there is a preference that all, or as much capital as possible should be captured under CHRT – the remaining capital, particularly future needs can be captured under the jurisdiction budget.

	Some First Nations with Post Majority are extending their age to 26, how come you only leave it to 25? 
	Generally, we (MNP) follow the ages indicated under the provincial legislation. It is not set at 25.

	How do you extract data from the services and families, and do you give it back to those communities you support? 
	We ask our clients to work with the provincial government to provide the data. We then ask our clients to provide just the numbers so that we can use that information to help quantify costs for budgeting purposes. We do not see/use any personal information 
	 

	Does this also co-exist with UNDRIP and TRC? 
	Yes – “UNDRIP 101” is the next free webinar hosted by OCOW with presenters Judy Wilson and Dawn Johnson. This is absolutely the foundation and backdrop to the funding details shared by MNP today. 
	 

	Is there a set amount of Jordan’s Principle funding that is eligible for health vs. CFS? Wondering how to mitigate ISC seeing something as a double application when there is slight overlap, but still a difference in programming. 
	 Not that we are aware of. As long as there is a difference in programming, you should be able to apply for both streams of funding (FNCFS and Jordan’s Principle) for one building. A functional map will help you to demonstrate how the spaces within each building are allocated to funded programs.
	 

	Why under FNCFS funding are future staffing funded for buildings, but not under Jordan’s Principle? i.e. JP cannot provide office space for future planned hiring. 
	Even within FNCFS capital funding, there is a requirement to show how increased staffing can be supported by the existing funding program (prevention, Band Representative, post-majority support). 
	 CHRT-41

	Hello, I’m wondering if you guys are aware that Jordan’s Principle requires a bunch of group requests that can lead to capital? 
	We understand that for Jordan’s Principle either the Nation has to be receiving this funding or there can be a number of group requests in place in order to proceed with CHRT 41 request. If there are gaps but no Jordan’s Principle funding is in place, you can do a needs assessment to get funding and then make the application. 
	 CHRT-41

	So are infrastructure costs covered once the needs assessment is complete, for instance for land based program building needs that are away from community and not connected to current infrastructure i.e. Plumbing and potable water, roads and electricity etc. 
	 ISC will not provide funding through the CHRT-41 process for major infrastructure but will consider reasonable site servicing costs. They will likely approve capital costs for off-grid infrastructure for a land based program building (solar, water tanks, etc.) but not capital costs related to connect a distant building to an existing network. The funding is not intended to address community infrastructure issues as those should  be funded through existing infrastructure funding streams. 
	CHRT-41 

	Can a band capital project be completed for one structure on reserve and one for off reserve? 
	The short answer is yes- however you will need to demonstrate why it is needed off reserve. Typically, you will have to show that the program would ordinarily be on reserve but due to circumstances you are needing to build/buy/renovate off reserve.

	Can we discuss CHRT 41 and if under C92, not eligible for capital funding? I don’t fully understand. 
	 CHRT-41 is one pathway to access capital funding. That pathway remains available to First Nations until they reach table level agreement, at which time all capital funding would flow through the agreements negotiated between the IGB and the Federal Government. 
The Federal Government is encouraging IGBs to take full advantage of the CHRT-41 pathway while eligible.
	 CHRT-41

	Can FN communities apply for all of the prevention funding instead of splitting it between FN and agency? 
	Yes, you can. We understand that you will need to provide this direction to ISC.

	With regards to prevention funding, I have seen a case where the DFNA is receiving full prevention funding (not being split with the nation). Do you see any risks/challenges with this approach? 
	 If the Nation and DFNA have a positive relationship, this arrangement could work. If the Nation sees benefit to the Agency providing these services and are happy with the quality and frequency of program and service options, it may alleviate pressure on the Nation to develop and administer prevention programming. 
	 Prevention

	Can you clarify – are operations and maintenance costs for new builds eligible for funding under CHRT 41? If so, what kinds of costs are eligible (e.g. heating, electric, water etc.) 
	Our understanding is that your Class D through A estimates inform the level of expected O&M costs. Once the building is completed it becomes part of the Nations assets. If through jurisdiction, it is important to capture these costs in the Budget.
	 CHRT-41

	Could a band claim for child members who are not registered with ISC membership yet? How does ISC determine the population count for this $2,500 per child? 
	It is based on the population numbers held by ISC. 
	 Prevention

	Tertiary prevention sounds like early intervention. Do you agree with that? If not, how would you describe early intervention services? 
	 Yes, we would agree. Ideally, this early intervention would support families in mitigating risk and the potential for Agencies or the province to become involved. Keeping good records of these scenarios can also highlight if programs/services are indeed preventing further intervention. 
	 Prevention

	For administration costs for construction projects, can nations simply claim X% for admin fees, or do they need to include a specified budget for how the money will be spent? 
	The ISC guideline allows for 15% of capital cost for administration. We encourage you to provide a description of what the funding will cover for example: to cover costs incurred by the Nation for project oversight, financial management and staffing costs. 
	 CHRT-41

	The Representative Services Funding- does this usually stay with the DAA or go to the FN? 
	Funding goes to the First Nation. 
	 First Nation Representative

	Are FN Reps expected to do work for children who live out of community? Are they funded for this task? 
	They are funded based on on-reserve population, but many Nations provide support off-reserve. If someone is normally resident on reserve but living off-reserve due to circumstance (such as being under a protection agreement) they are typically provided with services and supports. 
	 First Nations Representative

	What resources or curriculum are available to teach ‘Post Majority Skills’? i.e. financing, healthy relationships, financial knowledge, family, sex education, etc.? 
	There are existing organizations who have curriculum that may be contracted, or Nations/Agencies can develop their own curriculums. Costs associated with the development of the post-majority support program are eligible as an expenditure, so accessing external support is not cost prohibitive. 
	 Post-majority support

	What about off-reserve members and post majority funds? 
	Currently, post-majority support is funded for youth who are “ordinarily residents on-reserve.” There are cases where youth may need to leave community for education, etc. – and they would be included. 
	 Post-majority support

	Post Majority funds - - who applies and do the youth know about it? 
	 A Nation or Agency can apply for post-majority funds – either on a reimbursement/actual claim basis, or as advanced funds to support post-majority youth as a distinct program area. 
Feedback we have received is that a lot of youth do not know about post-majority support and may be apprehensive to approach the Agency for support due to having been in care. Including engagement and awareness enhancing activities in the plan makes good sense. 
	 Post-majority support

	If a Nation is taking longer than 5 years to build their capacity to take on jurisdiction, will they still be supported beyond 5 years? For example, Nation was hindered by COVID, needing to do more community engagement etc. The Nation has been rolling over funding and not spending full amount each year. 
	 As we are just reaching this point now, it is a to be determined. There are a number of factors that may have impacted the need to go beyond the five years, outside of COVID, all the natural disasters that affected so many Nations and people. There may be an opportunity to take longer but accessing more than 5 years of funding might not be supported by ISC. However, this is still to be confirmed.
	 Bill C92, jurisdiction 

	How are you connected to CHRT-41? Who is MNP? 
	We are not affiliated with the Canadian Human Rights Tribunal (CHRT). We support clients in developing capital applications under CHRT-41 – typically in facilitating community engagement, and then developing the needs assessment report. We can also provide support in navigating ISC’s feedback on submissions. 
	 CHRT-41

	Can you provide an example of a coordination agreement? 
	 A coordination agreement typically contains information on how the parties to the agreement will work together.

	I have been following this for a couple years now and am hearing that liability insurance is something that bands nearing jurisdiction has been halted due to not being able to purchase such insurance, is this true? 
	 Liability insurance can be obtained. It is generally easier if an Agency/Society etc. is created that is a separate legal entity. If the CFS service is created as a department, then it is more challenging to obtain.
	 Bill C92, jurisdiction

	Thank you for this presentation. This looks like a lot of reporting requirements. Can you tell us more about what will be expected? Are there opportunities to streamline with other provinces and other partners—to make understanding impacts, accounting for $ etc. more meaningful for everyone (esp. children/families) and also not cumbersome for Agencies and Nations? 
	 Reporting is required for each funding stream. We understand that under jurisdiction, reporting is reduced to a financial audit.
Federal funding through the Fiscal Relationship Agreement (Jurisdiction) does not require detailed reporting allocating certain activities to specific funding envelops. Provincial funding tends to have more restrictions on what it can be used for, so there will continue to be reporting required for that funding. That will vary depending on Province and the structure of the funding agreement. 
	 

	Does your company endeavor to hire Indigenous people? Because it is daunting when presented with all of this with all non-Indigenous people. 
	Yes, MNP does endeavor to hire Indigenous people. 

We understand the sensitivities in the child and family services space and feel honoured to be able to support communities in this important work. We approach this work with a desire to learn, and to be respectful of each community’s uniqueness. Our intent is to function in partnership, and we tailor our approach to each project based on the direction of the Nation. 
	 

	I’ve been a band representative for basically 23 years now, basically self-taught and gone through many processes…band representatives need to be trained and empowered to support families efficiently. 
	 Yes, particularly in a context where funding is limited to support the need. We have seen regional educational opportunities about the Band Representative program, particularly in Ontario through different Children’s Aid Societies. 
	 First Nation Representative 

	Costs involved needs to be identified as a whole judicial system will be required at all levels of implementation and capacity building as well. 
	 Correct, jurisdiction includes the full scope of activities currently provided through Provincial / Territorial governments and the institutions operating under their legislation. Dispute resolution processes are a crucial piece that needs to be fully understood and costed as part of the capacity building process. 
	 Bill C92, jurisdiction

	How have you been handling the recent “land designation” requirements, on reserve, when FNCFS Agencies are building on reserve to support Nations? 
	 We have not run into this with any of the clients we are currently supporting. 
	 

	Insurance and Liability seems to be missing in this process and they are two very important topics that should be discussed and identified in the budgets and costs for operations 
	 Absolutely. Incorporating insurance and liability into the overall fiscal ask is critical. 
	 Bill C92, jurisdiction

	This jurisdiction for nations is the second iteration of taking back care of children and families. The first phase was ICFS which provides a framework. The most significant aspect of this current context is Indigenous law and the development of prevention and healing services which ICFS Agencies did not have access to until recently.

	What are the implications for urban agencies? 
	
	 

	Do you know how the $24billion will be distributed – through child and family societies or another way? 
	The long-term agreement is in draft. It does articulate how the funds will be dispersed, both by program area and by other factors (remoteness, population, etc.) 
	 Final Settlement Agreement (draft)

	Will funds be available immediately for prevention/intervention programs prior to completion of the plan/law? 
	Nations are currently receiving funding for prevention services and First Nation Representative (Band Rep) services. Post-majority support funding is available but does not come automatically (application through individual reimbursement claims or advanced funding to support a post-majority program). Funding for intervention/protection services would not be received until a Coordination Agreement was signed, and transition of jurisdiction occurs. 
	 Prevention, Bill C92, jurisdiction 

	Do you have any examples of what kind of challenges they are facing with the insurance? Thank you. 
	 Insurers generally require detailed information regarding policies, scope of services, and corporate structure to develop quotes for insurance. Until all of those pieces have been fully developed, insurers have a difficult time identifying the policy requirements and providing options. We have not come across a situation where a First Nation CFS entity was unable to get insurance, but in some cases, it took some time to work with the insurer to get the right policy in place. 
This speaks to the importance of providing sufficient time in the process to get all of the crucial elements in place in advance of taking over jurisdiction. 
	 Bill C92, jurisdiction 

	On one of the slides, you had numbers in relation to funding for urban and rural populations and such. The slide showed 1000+ membership, what is the funding for communities who have fewer members? How is this identified? Registered members or also those entitled to become members? 
	 Capacity Funding related to work undertaken to support jurisdiction activities is based on population and remoteness, set by ISC. Our understanding is that Capacity Funding is based on registered members. Through the jurisdiction/law development process, a Nation can articulate who should also be included, which may include members who are eligible to be registered, or those living in community who are not affiliated with the Nation but who live and receive services there. If your community is considered remote and under 1,000 people, you can apply for $300K, if considered urban, then you can apply for $250K.
	 Bill C92, jurisdiction

	MNP is an accounting firm? Are we requesting the money allocated from federal government directly from MNP? 
	MNP is an accounting and professional services firm. Clients sometimes engage us to help with funding applications, but we do not have any involvement in allocating federal government funding or administering their programs. 
	 

	Most First Nations live off-reserve, often 2/3, and this is an issue for off-reserve capital. We need offices off-reserve, lots of capital off-reserve- is Canada taking any of this into consideration? Is it still not discriminatory if only to on-reserve? We off reserve need that much more help if not more as we’re so disconnected from our communities. 
	We have seen funding for off-reserve capital in relation to providing child and family services through a Coordination Agreement/under Bill C92. 
If a Nation can make a strong case of why there is a majority of community members off-reserve (particularly if they tend to live in one area), or why there are no options to build on-reserve (no access to land), you may be able to have discussions with ISC about the possibility of off-reserve pursuits. 
	 CHRT-41

	Can Bands get together RE: Jurisdiction and can a building be built off reserve for all communities? 
	 Our understanding is that Bands can coordinate efforts in relation to jurisdiction, yes. In relation to capital and CHRT-41 applications, this is also possible. 
	 Bill C92, CHRT-41

	To access post-majority care, does a young person have to have post in-care legal status prior to turning 18 years of age? 
	 To be eligible for post-majority support, a youth/young adult does have to have a previous in-care legal status prior to age 18.
	 Post-majority support

	Just FYI – there is a tool kit that ISC has for post-majority and AFN developed one too. What we don’t know is for post-majority off reserve as most are off reserve and won’t relocate back to reserve how is ISC considering these applications? 
	 Currently, post-majority youth must be “ordinarily residents on-reserve” to be eligible for funding/services. There is language in the draft Final Settlement Agreement that speaks to this potentially changing wherein ISC would not be in receipt of which post-majority youth are accessing services and where they reside. 
	 Post-majority support

	Is post-majority funding only available and accessed for youth through respective First Nations or can organizations offer guidance and assist Indigenous youth from various communities with navigation and application? 
	Currently, a Nation or an Agency can access post-majority support service funding – both as a reimbursement for actual costs incurred, or as advanced funding to support a post-majority program. 
	 Post-majority support

	Is there a process in place to ensure funds are dispersed equally? 
	Funding is typically dispersed according to formulas, which is applied in the same way for each Nation.
	Final Settlement Agreement (draft)

	Does the community service delivery model include the ability and plans to provide services to all members regardless of where they live, and the community or nation law would apply? 
	Under Bill C92, a Nation can determine what the service delivery area is – this could be a phased approach or the entire province, depending on capacity and location of members. This can also change in subsequent Coordination Agreements. For jurisdiction to apply in other provinces, tri-lateral agreements would need to be sought out with each identified provincial government.
	 Bill C92, jurisdiction 

	Could you please describe MNP’s role in the adjudication and delivery of this program? What is the history of the company’s involvement and to whom are successful applications accountable? How has MNP partnered with First Nations organizations to oversee this fund? Including details on the Final Settlement Agreement was surprising: what role do you anticipate MNP will have in that agreement? 
	MNP  has no role in any program adjudication or delivery, and we do not oversee any funding. All funding for FNCFS is managed/dispersed by ISC. 

MNP was not involved in the Final Settlement Agreement, nor were we involved in the Draft Long Term Reform Agreement. 
	 Final Settlement Agreement (draft)

	Liability Insurance – my concern is that the liability insurance may be available, but it is not equal to the liability insurance MCFD currently receives. 
	See answer to earlier question on the type of information required to receive a quote for appropriate coverage.

	Curious about insurance for land and water based activities with clients 
	Particular nuances about each Nation’s needs should be expressed to potential insurance providers and scoped out based on the activities requiring insurance. 
	 

	Is there advocate training? 
	 There are training supports that are offered through various organizations. For example, there is a First Nation Child Welfare Advocate (FNCWA) Certificate Program offered by the Anishinabek Educational Institute.
